Computer Use Policies, Procedures, and Guidelines

Canterbury Public Library Mission Statement

The Canterbury Public Library is dedicated to providing all the residents of Canterbury free access to ideas and information in a variety of formats in order to assist families and schools in educating our youth; to assure an informed citizenry; to encourage the free flow of ideas, reflecting a diversity of viewpoints; to promote life-long learning; to nurture a love of literature and all varieties of cultural expression; and to spark the imagination and creativity of all so that future opportunities and problems can be met with confidence and optimism.

Please read the following carefully --- by using this public access computer you have agreed to the User’s responsibilities and Computer Use Policies listed below.

Users’ Responsibilities

The Canterbury Public Library does not restrict access to Internet content. Parents or guardians, NOT THE LIBRARY, are responsible for the quality and accuracy of Internet information accessed by their children.

Computer Use Policies

1. Public access computers are available to all library users. For Internet use, an adult must accompany children under the age of twelve (12).

2. Library staff is available to help users get started, but are not able to provide in-depth instruction.

3. Patrons need to receive staff permission before using their own diskettes or CDs in library computers.

4. Computer sessions are limited to a half hour, but can be extended if another patron is not waiting. The staff has the right to cancel computer use at any time.

5. The cost for printing is 10¢ a page for black & white and 25¢ for color.

6. Misuse or abuse of library equipment will result in suspension of privileges. Users are financially responsible for any damage they cause.

7. Commercial or illegal use of library computers is not allowed. Pornographic material may not be accessed or created. Users are responsible for obeying copyright laws.

8. The library reserves the right to modify this policy.
